3. Review the Bible story like this:  
 

     *Supplies = a Bible  
 

• Open the Bible to Isaiah 1 and show the kids where today’s story comes from. 
• Ask the following questions to review the story… 

 

➢ What is the word for someone who delivers a message from God? A prophet. 
➢ What was the name of the prophet we talked about today? Isaiah. 
➢ How did God know the people didn't mean when they said they loved God? 

     They did not treat each other kindly. They did not seek God's ways. 
➢ What did Isaiah tell God's people to do? To seek God, because we can seek God any time. 
➢ What are some ways we can seek God? Sing songs to God, pray, read the Bible, learn 

from our teachers and other grownups about God, show God's love to each other. 
 

 
4. Practice the August Memory Verse like this: 
 

*Supplies = a Bible and a paper that says GOD 
 

• Look up Ecclesiastes 3:11a verse and teach the motions to go along with it.
